The Corinthians also had problems with the doctrine of the resurrection, which Paul sought to correct in chapter 15. Here his historical and theological defense of the resurrection includes teaching on the fact of Christ’s resurrection, the temporal relationship between Christ’s resurrection and the believer’s, and the nature of the resurrected body. The Corinthians probably had been struggling over this issue because the idea of a resurrected body had little place in Greek thought, which tended to exalt the spiritual over the physical.

Appearances of the Risen Christ
